Scorpio Astrology Studio for 2024-25 by Eric Francis
Hello, greetings from New York and welcome to Scorpio Studio for 2025 and a bit at the end of 2024. I'm Eric Francis Coppolino, your friendly neighborhood astrologer, here with a reading for you and and some thoughts about how to keep your head and keep traveling more or less at level flight through what really looks like it's going to be quite an outrageous couple of years.
I say that having watched a lot of astrology go by and things are relatively calm now and pick up intensity starting around March, April, May, through the spring and through the summer, if you thought that we had an exciting year of campus protests in the spring semester of 2024. Wait till you see the spring semester of 2025 and then even more in 2026.
And this is part of what would appear to be a tremendous amount of social unrest brought on or associated with astrology that also has has deep personal influence for all of us. And I'm going to tell you a little bit about how that may play out for Scorpio and for Scorpio Rising. As you may know, I'm using solar house system, meaning houses of the sun, meaning mainly designed for Scorpio sun.
But I also designed my readings to work for the rising sign. And that they both house systems work. Quite well. Counting the houses off the sun. I follow my horoscope in the newspaper every day, and and the horoscopes that I write, and also my natal chart, and they are both quite effective.
 You have Scorpio rising, and you're hearing this in the preview this is a reading that you may find helpful. 
Okay, so one of the things happening in 2025 is that it is the first full year of Pluto being an Aquarius, and it is also a year when Saturn will begin changing signs, Neptune will begin changing signs and Uranus will begin changing signs. And so we have one of these completing. That's Pluto. That dragged out for a year and a half, that's quite unusual. Normally Pluto changes signs over the course of nine months. If there's a retrograde in there, it dips back into the old sign and then it enters the new sign.
It did that twice. So that's why it's taken so long for for Pluto. To move into, what for you, it's a very sensitive realm of Aquarius, your fellow fixed sign. And then Saturn, again, changing signs from Pisces to Aries. Neptune from Pisces to Aries and Uranus from Taurus to Gemini. Meanwhile, Jupiter will change signs it does that once a year.
But this is all happening in a very short Close proximity and when that happens, it's a little bit like you're standing on a stage and the crew switches around all the scenery and changes different little scrims and curtains and they somehow maybe even managed to do a costume change on you and the lights change and you haven't moved, but you are standing in a different world.
That is the basic sensation of of planets changing. The big drama associated with 2012, which I could never, ever find from a standpoint of Western astrology in 2012 was a lot of planets changing signs leading up to that. And we haven't quite had anything like that since 2012 era and I think this is quite a bit more.
So let's start with what's going on in your sign in Scorpio, and then we can look at at the retrograde of Mars, which takes place between Cancer and Leo, since that's working with the ruler of the first, ruler of the Ascendant. And then we'll see where we go from there. 
The main influence that you have in Scorpio, in, in your sign or rising sign, involves two planets you're unlikely to have ever heard of, but I cast them into every chart.
If you're looking at these hand drawn charts I use, you may notice that there's things with odd glyphs that do not match anything that you've ever seen before and one of them is Apollon and these are these two points I'm going to talk about our planets without bodies, but they absolutely have an effect I'm trying to figure out how exactly their Ephemerides were made but I've used these things a long time and I find them really interesting and helpful so I put them into charts and what Apollon is doing in Scorpio, by the way, it moves very slowly.
It takes almost 50 years to go through a sign. That's not anything quick and it's therefore going to be with you for a while. And what Apollon is the multiplier and the expander. And it is especially good for all kinds of enterprises. It is good for science, commerce, trade all forms of industry, especially peaceful efforts.
Now, this is just one indicator in your chart that the single most important theme of coming four seasons is your professional life. I don't mean to neglect of the theme of what to do with children though that is highly personal and I think a topic better for one's natal chart because there are such specific details involved.
But in terms of your solar chart this message comes back over and over again to vocational and professional matters, advancement in the world advancement in your trade and in your ability to do business in this new economy where there are not really that many companies around anymore that people work for anymore, in general people are in business for themselves, everyone has a sideline. For all of this stuff, Apollon is giving you the ability to multiply, to make more.
And the important thing when you have a factor that does something like multiply, that makes more of something, is it doesn't tell you what exactly it's going to make more of, and therefore you could make more of any number of things. And so it's very important to emphasize what you want. And what you actually intend to do rather than what you don't want and and what you don't intend to do.
Now there's another point in, from the same group in Scorpio. And these things are really resources. They're not necessarily something that's going to come knocking on your door. But there's something about them that makes qualities in you available. And the second one of these, which has a dual role that I'll get into in a little while when I start getting into the Aries stuff, is Poseidon.
And this has been in Scorpio for a while, and it takes 720 years to go around the sun. That's quite a while. Remember, Pluto only takes 248 years. So these are points where all of them have orbits longer than Pluto. So spirituality, truth, Ideas, enlightenment, illumination, wisdom, culture, big stuff. Both very positive influences, unless they are in some way corrupted, and you want to keep an eye on this.
Therefore, a point that is dedicated to truth could be dedicated to falsity if you don't keep your focus on the truth, and that's the cautionary point about Poseidon that I'll get into in a little while. Apropos of Neptune. Besides these really are the slow movers in Scorpio. There is not major planetary activity.
The outer planets are all pretty much anywhere from 90 degrees to the other side of the solar system completely. So most of the movement in your chart is coming from places other than your sign. Part of the reading on that is to make sure that you keep internalizing the things that seem to be external and matching up within yourself whether they are actually want.
One of the problems with our lives lived in full digital conditions is that we are very confused about what is an internal phenomenon and what is an external phenomenon. And we largely live our lives externally. And so there's some caution around that because all the planets that have an obvious presence Apollon and Poseidon not being among them are way external to you.
And so the necessity there is to honor your interior reality. And with each passing year of overexposure to digital conditions, this gets more and more difficult and it also gets more difficult to see because our memory of what it was like to live inwardly Is gradually fading away . Now all of astrology presents a kind of a an inner picture But when the events happen in the world, you have to consciously respond from your center And Really responding in a thoughtful way at all means reassessing things and and matching external events with your internal values.
So one dramatic event that happens every two years though it's especially focused in your chart this year, is the retrograde of Mars. And Mars is fairly rare in retrograde condition. It's the second least of all the planets. I think retrograde may be nine percent of the time. So that's not very many days over the course of two years, but the whole retrograde is concentrated into an approximately five or six month phase that we are just starting to get into now.
And that's because Mars is in late in the sign Cancer. And it has been moving through Cancer very slowly and for all Scorpio soul return charts It will be in Scorpio. And this is there's two messages here that I think are worth focusing one is making sure that your goals are aligned with your spiritual values. A lot of people have a concept of their spiritual nature, and then they have the things they do at work every day, and the things don't need to match up.
It's a little bit of the repenting on Sunday morning for what you did on Saturday night, only now the difference is spiritual versus practical every day. And so with Mars moving so slowly through Cancer in your ninth house, there is a reminder here to keep checking whether what you say that you want, matches your faith, essentially, and matches your larger goals for your existence, and that you really think it's ethical and the right thing.
And as Mars moves over to the very end of Cancer, this is going to be happening, I don't know exactly what day Mars enters Leo, but it's getting pretty close. Just let me open up a computer that can tell me that.
There is a crucial question of Mars' is a movement through late Cancer. 
And that is, to what extent is your life being run by the psychological issues of your mom? And these may be concealed psychological issues that you've had to figure out that they exist.
They, they may be ones that were right in your face that you didn't make note of over all the years. But Mars, anything really important moving through the late ninth house, and we're talking about now the late ninth whole sign or solar house, meaning the ninth place from Scorpio, the message will still be there, particularly with the sign Cancer involved, because that often will point back to the moon and point back to mother.
Scorpio is very psychologically oriented. That I think is actually a true thing. And I would suggest that you use your considerable power of analysis to observe the potential ways in which you feel or notice or maybe don't notice and don't feel, but run into obstacles and blocks in some way Your mom's hang ups, and these are often religious hang ups, sexual hang ups that can involve secrets that were kept from you as a child.
Secrets like, who your dad was, or secrets like what your mom's life was was really about. Part of the problem with parents is that they seem like these almighty beings, and they have a tremendous amount of power in the lives of children, which is when we form all of our impressions of them.
And then it turns out that they are more or less normal people struggling and and sometimes they're not necessarily good people. Sometimes they are, but sometimes we start to find out the things that they did when we were children or before we were born. Anyway, this stuff can filter down and it can filter down to you, for example, as some form of a snag in your ability to take action, your ability to get a result that you want, your ability to be honest with yourself. With Mars there's gonna be questions of the meaning of sex and sexuality, and there are going to be questions about, let's say, obstacles placed on your ability to want what you want without being uripping all over yourself.
On December 6th, Mars Goes Retrograde in Leo. Notably, before it gets there, and as a feature in, to some extent, all Scorpio solar return charts, we have Mars opposite Pluto. Pluto is in the very, very end of of Capricorn right now.
And the Mars Pluto opposition is like the last thing happening to Pluto before it changes signs into Aquarius. And this is potentially either some big parental drama involving your parents, not your children or the discovery of something that was like, oh, that's what that was. Now this let's get this, let's get the exact date of that aspect.
Mars opposite Pluto takes place on November 3rd. That's a very exciting thing. Just as the election is about to happen or the end of the election. And so Mars opposite Pluto is classic power struggle astrology. Between this and Mars retrograde that is going to keep making oppositions to Pluto, the oppositions will be November 3rd, January 3rd and April 26th, let's go over those again, November 3rd, that's in the old signs with Mars and and Cancer and Pluto and Capricorn right at the very end.
And then in the new signs, with Pluto in Aquarius and Mars in Scorpio, retrograde January 3rd, 25. And then finally, Mars catches back up with Pluto and forms an opposition a little bit later into the signs three and a half degrees basically, on April the 26th. And so this may represent something that starts to happen right about now, right about the time that you're hearing this.
And then through a series of stages the, there may be, it might be a crisis. It might be a discovery. It might be some form of a psychological breakthrough. It might, to me, this looks a lot like figuring out something that has been concealed. Finding out what was bothering you, what was missing, and what was hindering you, particularly Spiritually and professionally.
And this discovery could easily go to if you have children figuring something out that really helps you as a parent. That helps you not make the kind of mistakes that your parents may have made with you. And often, these mistakes involve lying to children and keeping secrets from them and will help set you free for some of the really important professional developments that are going to unfold as 2025 and 2026 get moving and and particular planets start taking up residence or making big maneuvers in Aries, which is one of the most important signs to Scorpio because it is so much about living the truth of your life purpose. 
What I think is interesting about this Mars Pluto arrangement, first of all, is that it represents two planets that are associated with Scorpio. I'm a bit austere when it comes to claiming that newly discovered planets rule signs, but there's absolutely, definitely a time tested connection between Pluto and Scorpio.
Mars is the classical ruler. Mars is the rule, the ruler back to antiquity and in all of the ancient charts and all of that stuff. And so really Mars rules Scorpio. And these two planets closely associated with Scorpio are stretched out across the Zodiac in a perfect opposition. And the opposition, see if you can feel me on this one, at least for the idea of how strange this is.
The opposition is in the last quarter degree of the old signs, at this first iteration next week. And then Pluto changes signs where it's going to stay, stays in Scorpio for 20 years. That's a big deal. And one of the first things that happens to Pluto, once it has actually arrived in Scorpio, in, sorry, in Aquarius, Pluto and Scorpio was a long time ago to stay is that it makes, it takes an opposition from Mars.
And so it's like there's this process of confronting something within yourself, but that something within yourself is very closely associated with parental figures, with parental authority figures of some kind. There's a wonderful therapy approach called internal family systems. And I had a therapist and therapy teacher back in Seattle, in the Hikomi community, who got me started and basically gave me a couple of very helpful tools with internal family systems.
These people who are these daunting figures in our lives, and they can be other parents and step parents, grandparents, caregivers of various types, some teachers, for example guidance counselors in ways both helpful and seemingly not helpful have a way of internalizing themselves in our lives as voices. And for example, in the case of an overly critical mother, who didn't have the musical career that she wanted and might be envious of a child who wanted to study music or singing could really implant some negative, toxic material in the child and dissuade them from ever playing music.
And now take that into any subject at all. It could be some matter of faith It could be some matter of in assessing your intelligence We are largely building our, with rare exceptions, children build their concept of who they are on what their parents tell them that they are. And so it takes a lot to break out of this, and we all are carrying around pieces of this from childhood.
And what this kind of confrontational, oppositional struggle looks like, to me, is a reclaiming of something, that follows from the discovery that something is there in the first place. So what I suggest that you do, and I will move on from this topic in a second, but it's just a really important one because people are dragging around their parents until old age. Their parents have been in the ground for 20 years, and they're still dragging around their parents in, in old age. And I know this from doing astrology readings for people, that often this parental and familial baggage is never worked out. Make a list of your mom's hang ups. This little zone, very late in the ninth house, generally speaking, is about the maternal line.
I'm not trying to be bigoted against moms here, but this is just where we find mom's latent psychological baggage. And make a list of these hang ups, particularly the ones you had to figure out existed, whatever they might be. A lot of people can conceal their hangups behind a kind of a personality facade or political behavior that that throws you off the threat, the trail of them and then ask yourself the ways in which you may have experienced those as a child.
And what it did to you, how you might have responded as a child. Don't think about the adult that you are today. Maybe you have a much better handle on the ability to handle this, but rather when you were three or five and say, for example your mom was jealous of you, how, what would you have done with that?
And then what happens is that these cross the meridian. They cross that vertical bold line that is the meridian. I'm going to write the word meridian on it. This is, again, is a symbolic meridian, but all astrology is symbolic.
Meridian, that's the I C M C. Fourth or twelfth. And then the material becomes conscious and you start to claim it. Then you go back for a review as Mars goes retrograde and goes back into Cancer. And you get to answer more questions at Ed Barr Stations direct on Feb 23.
Then, Mars is going way the fuck back into Cancer. Wow, I did not realize how far. I'm going to fix my little orange stripe. The orange stripe on top of the chart is the range, the degree range, of Mars retrograde. And so that's 17 from, pardon me while I work this out with you, 0610, So it goes back from 6 degrees of Leo back to 17 degrees of Cancer. As you can see, I've drawn that in. I don't know if anybody can read my handwriting, but that's what that is. And the orange, I'm going to bracket this off in orange.
And here is a little bit of a payoff. The theme of this Mars retrograde is, Self respect and dedication to the quality of what you do, the essential dedication to quality, to the the depth of your commitment to doing things well and doing them beautifully. And so there is going, there's going to be this process of claiming back your dedication to doing things right and doing things well.
This is, this involves another one of these interesting weird planets without bodies that, that are very active at this time in which I'm paying more and more attention to this is Kronos. This is the highest quality of anything available or the highest rank of anything available. And this is suggesting that when you proceed by the path of a teacher to make sure that you go beyond the person's claim to fame, that you go beyond the person's image that you go beyond the person's charisma, and you really make an evaluation that they actually are the best at what they do without getting caught in their personality in any way. Teachers model behavior, they model method, they model approach, and generally I would say that 90 percent of teaching comes through an example and the remaining 10 percent comes through the words that they say.
And those words can be very important, but without the example you really get nothing. So gradually you come into your own on something that may have hung you up for a long time. And part of that coming into your own is coming into claiming your place in the world through taking action.
Now there may be a period of frustration involved with this Mars retrograde where you're like, Oh my God, I can't take action. It's going on and on. And it's going, you're getting into, all of December, then January, and it's like you really want to get things done. It will be easier to get things done with with Mars in direct motion, and the, much of the retrograde is going to be gaining an understanding and and planning your action.
Now let's go to the other place that Mars rules in your chart, and that is your sixth place. This is also associated with professional activities. There's two houses associated with professional activities. Generally, one is house 10. That's the one everyone knows about. That's about career recognition, fame.
I think it's more than anything. It's about being known for the actions that you take. It's not just about how you want to be seen. Some. A super famous old astrologer tried to correct me on this and said, Oh no, it's all about, Tenth is all about your self image and how how you want to be seen.
Maybe that was true in the era when he was educated when basically the baby boomers were at the peak of their power and influence, when all that mattered was fame, but we are past that now. Because now everybody, like every Tom, Dick, and Harry can have 5 million Twitter followers. And it's who the fuck cares?
Okay, so the 10th is definitely an important house of career, but it's about being known for the actions that you take and the reputation that you build for yourself based on those actions. Now, the other house of professional activities, which is a Arguably more significant for you is the sixth place of service, of well being, of healing.
This includes medical related issues, but it also includes the everyday work that you do and your commitment to service. And this is the sixth place where you have Aries. And this is one of the reasons why. For Scorpio, right livelihood is the most important issue in terms of maintaining overall balance, wellness, and alignment with your existence, including staying healthy and strong and not getting old before your time.
If you're doing what you know you want to be doing, if you are doing what you know is the right thing, and you feel good about it, you are going to be much happier, healthier person. That is what it means to have Aries in a place. You strongly identify with the work that you do. Therefore, the work that you do must be something that is really about what you want in the world.
And Mars comes out of the 6th. And so while Mars is going to be retrograde in the 9th and the 10th, it rules the 6th, it also rules Scorpio, but it also rules the 6th house. And what I see happening here is a kind of a rising up above the work in the back room, which is the 6th house. Or, the 6th house can also like rise be the receptionist or the healer, but largely the sixth is the back office.
Not so much the front office. The front office is more about the 10th. And it's interesting that though Scorpio certainly has, I would say, more than its share of star quality. That comes from having Leo on the 10th. You are seen by others as a leader. You're seen by others as having a true measure of Impeccability.
You get to know how true that is, but that is how you are seen and you have an ability to hold a great deal together and the emphasis is going there. It's going to both places because the six is going to get turned up, but Mars doing this very fancy maneuver is saying, okay, it's time to bring this out, to bring this forward into the world. 
Now, what is this? So this is the right livelihood issue. And in 2025, in 2026, there's absolutely stunning series of events that, that happen, and that includes the long developing and finally coalescing conjunction of Chiron and Aris the Chiron and a Aris takes us all the way back till to about 2018.
So This's been going on for a while and Aris got into Aries in, in 1920. So chances is very unlikely I'm reading for anybody who is 124 years old or or even a hundred years old when Aris was back way at the beginning. And now they're forming a conjunction. And so this is going to shake up the world.
Talk about massive protests and things like this. 
This is this is the, one of the power sources here is Chiron conjunction to Eris, which last repeated in 1971. And then prior to that in 1914. Sorry, 19, it was 16 to 18, U. S. involvement in World War I. Prior to that, the Civil War. So there's. Big shake ups when these two planets get together, but they're getting together in a place very sensitive in your 
It is where you actually mesh with and engage with several crucial things. One of which is your daily work a day purpose The second is what you do to maintain your sense of wellness. And then there is, going a little further than that, matters related to health, specifically health and healing. So this conjunction happens and it stretches out from the spring of 25 out to the spring of 26 at a wide margin.
We got a big message from that on April 8th, when there was the total solar eclipse conjunct Chiron to the arc minute in in Aries. And so the one reference point for this is what was going on for you in April of 2024. You may have a great story about that thinking. Ah, I knew what I was doing. I was absolutely right on point.
I right on time and all of that Okay, or maybe I had a little health scare I had some form of a crisis of some kind use that information March, sorry, April of 2024. It will contain a wealth an abundance of information for how to handle the forthcoming Chiron Eris conjunction. Now there's something else about to happen, and this too stretches out over two years.
And that thing is that Saturn moves from Pisces into Aries, which takes much of a year, and Neptune moves from Pisces into Aries. which takes much of a year. So before we get to that, I want to talk a little bit about Saturn and Neptune in Pisces, then we'll take a break, and then I'll talk about Saturn and Neptune in Aries.
So the Saturn, Neptune, and Pisces thing involves your relationship to your creativity and Your relationship to risk behavior and also your relationship to your children. And there might have been sacrifices made for all of these things. Some form of sacrifice made for your of creative activity for the sake of something that you deemed more important.
Sacrifices made for your children and what may be taking what may be risks that you do not realize what these risks were. This has gone on for a long time. This goes all the way back to about 2010. But then in 2023, March of 2023, less than two years ago, really, Saturn arrived in in Pisces.
And this may have woken you up. To certain needs, to re honor your creativity to pay attention to your relationship to your children in certain ways. It may have represented an end of a phase of your children's lives. For example, something about your kids growing up, maybe they graduated from high school or college or something like this.
And then the you have the freedom to bring a little bit more. of your attention back onto your, say for example, personal creativity. So this phase is ending and you are, the chances are you have a very strong creative streak and you are, if you want to exercise that, it's going to have to be a fully conscious act.
Not much is going to drag you into that. But that said, that one particular source of creative inspiration may be addressing the consequences of things that have happened in the past. You might, I could see somebody with Scorpio rising or Scorpio sun creating an art show. The consequences of the karma that I do not understand, there's a lot of that in life.
Not understanding what we're signing, not understanding the the nature of a relationship. Having sex with somebody once and ending up with a child, all that can be fifth house and particularly fifth house Pisces, but you want to express your creativity and the movement of those planets previously in the fifth Saturn and Neptune into the sixth can certainly give you the discipline and the focus to be able to get the results That you want in terms of your development as a creative person and also the results that you want in terms of the work product, which is very much a 6th house thing.
Alright, let's take a little break and a little more music by Vision Quest featuring Jelco.
During the break, I took a look at my email. And we're in the process of installing a software program that we don't have in house. When I use it, I refer to Kirstie Melto in Finland, like we did to check the aspect that I'm about to tell you about. And Eli wrote back and said, Hey, let's write an app that can cast charts and do personalized interpretations with artificial intelligence.
Now, Eli is a genius level technician absolutely nothing stops him and he is young and therefore excited about the AI revolution. I am old and not that excited about the AI revolution, but I'm always up for a little experiment here and a little experiment there, provided that nobody's soul is for sale.
And that is the entire problem with AI. It is this Promethean a thing that is very much about stealing the fire from the technology gods and bringing it to the humans. But it seems to me like more than Promethean metaphors, we end up with the sorcerer's apprentice who is given power and then does not know how to control that power.
So speaking of Aries and speaking of AI. It's my assessment that while you can find something interesting about the digital revolution, pretty much anywhere you look in the chart, especially places like Capricorn and Aquarius, most of what we are experiencing, most of what I'm calling the crime scene of the Environment is coming out of Aries, and that's what we're about to focus on, because it, I think, is by far the place in your chart with the most important activity that is going to be where the major changes come in your life over the next two years, which has a lot to do with the purpose that you dedicate yourself to, the service that you are committed to and how you handle this chaos factor that is being instigated by "artificial intelligence" and things like deep fakes. It is getting very difficult to find people to do ordinary jobs now. We're going to lose a lot of things, like we have lost a lot of things with all forms of industrial industrialization.
And now the mind is going into this hyperspace version of industrialization. Computers were Enough you computer think of how many people you'd need to do the work that you can have one computer do but when it comes down to actually thinking making our decisions for us. And by the way, what I reply to Eli was and this is always my reply maybe we can do your chart, meaning I'll read his chart personally, I don't really know his chart very well.
I know where his sun is, I've never looked at the rest. Maybe we can do your chart and you'll see how much of the information comes from you, your history, your feelings, your desires, and your needs. All of those would need to be inputs to the AI side, assuming it knew what the heck to do with it. And when, for example, I do a reading for Scorpio, which I happen to be doing right now, I'm basing it on information about the planets and where they are.
But when I synthesize six or seven factors into one idea, that is human. That is a form of art. And also part of why I can do this at all is because I have read charts for so many clients and I've done so many clients transits and I'm borrowing a lot. There's a lot, like a deep kind of tank of, Information that I draw from to, to be able to say anything and have it be meaningful to you in any way.
And then there's the inflection, the emphasis, how much time I spend on things. 
Let's spend a little time on Aries. Now, remembering that where anyone has Aries in their chart is likely to be a place where they're going to do the most finding themselves. It is an inherent, kind of location of the self actualization process.
I have Cancer rising Aries in the 10th, therefore, and as you can see, I do a lot of my self actualizing through my work and through professional activities and through being known publicly, but I don't like it. I don't like being public that much. It's a occupational necessity, an occupational hazard, but I put up with it.
Now you have Aries in the sixth. This is so interesting because what it's saying is you get to know yourself through the service that you perform. Most people perform their service through the job that they do. Ah, but does that matter to them very much? Does that really Matter. And so one thing I'm saying here is that with and you're on early notice about this because this really fired up for the first time at full intensity on April 8th.
You need to be very aligned with the work that you do, and the sooner you make moves to get yourself into a place where you can be yourself and express yourself for the sake of service to something larger, the sooner you're going to be a happier camper. And I covered briefly in the last segment the ingress rather the conjunction of Chiron and Eris.
So this is likely to instigate some form of a healing crisis. There may be some discovery that, that you don't fit in what you're doing, or you may be doing something where the nature of the work changes completely. You're in the same place, same body. Same paycheck coming in every week, but suddenly everything around you has changed.
And for example, maybe the company gets into some kind of a situation or some kind of a crisis where your leadership skills, your discipline, your personability, your ability to get shit done will be very important. And that conjunction stretches out over a long time. And this is going to teach you about what you want and what you need to be doing and the way that you relate to what you want and what you need to be doing, whether these things support you, whether they feed you back, whether the environment is healthy for you.
During the COVID crisis, I was jumping up and down about Scorpio people, not being forced into medical interventions that they do not personally fully approve of. I have a friend out in Vegas who does high end retail. They forced her to wear a mask on her face for a year. This is not the kind of a job that you want to give up. She works for companies like Jimmy Choo selling $5,000 pairs of shoes.
She absolutely loves this. This is just like what she was born to do, but we, I don't know, I'm going to find out as this goes on what else she may have been born to do, but she was getting sick from the masks. And I basically said, look, it wasn't just strictly that she was a Scorpio, it was that the thing is making you sick.
And so this is a message I want to repeat because they have pulled off this health intervention thing again, and both of our presidential candidates were involved in this scam. And it is crucial that your workplace in no way make you sick. That there not be any chemicals, that there not be any people, that there not be anything that drags you down or negatively impacts your health.
And you have to be the judge of this. So there are plenty of people who carry debilitating injuries for the rest of their lives from the work that they did. And there are people who pass some of these problems on to their children like if they work in a chemical plant. And so what I'm suggesting here is that one measure of right livelihood for you is the physical environment of the workplace.
And asking yourself, does this support your physical, mental, and emotional health? Or does it detract from it? I know that you were made of tough stuff, but only so tough. And as has been said, the body keeps the score. 
In addition to this conjunction focusing of Chiron and Eris, remember that's the one that's the Civil War, World War I the Vietnam War, the peak of the Vietnam War in the early 70s and now there's two planets that are going to be dancing back and forth between Pisces, your creative house, and Aries, your work and health related house.
And those are Neptune and Saturn. Neptune enters first, it's followed by Saturn, then they go retrograde, they both come back out, then they both go back in 26, then they form a conjunction. This is a long process. Fortunately, it is not all at once, but with Neptune involved it has effects far in advance of when you start to notice them and then far long after you thought they might be gone.
And so Saturn in this is, you have to break these things apart and It's going to take me time to figure out what these things, what this means for every different sign, from every different angle, but Saturn VI, working harder, make sure your effort counts, this is the thing. Saturn can be given to needless effort, and a sense of not having enough fun.
You have to bring your sense of humor where Saturn goes, and you have to make sure that you are, as has been said, working smart rather than just working hard. Then comes Neptune. Now Neptune adds a fog factor, but it also adds a synthesis factor with Saturn, and it adds a creative factor.
And so it would seem that part of what constitutes right livelihood and right service for you is the creativity and pleasure factor of what you are doing. Circumstances may guide you and God only knows what is actually going to be happening in the spring of 2025, like in the world, and how many options we're going to have at that time and whether or not there's not gonna be some new instigated crisis because that could easily happen.
Because these world managers are running out of options, and they're starting to cannibalize themselves. There's there's, this is a game of musical chairs going on, where there's 20 chairs and 500 billionaires. However the synthesis of work and creativity very important. Now, with Neptune, transiting the sixth, any classically trained astrologer who's worked with clients will tell you that you must be very careful of accepting anyone's diagnosis if you think that there's a health issue.
Neptune in the sixth in any form, including having Pisces in the sixth, if you are a Libra or Libra rising, points to a couple of things. One is the permeability of the emotional realm into the symptomatic realm. It is classic psycho somatic illness. Psycho meaning having origins in the mind. The psychosomatic used to be an insult.
Is anyone old enough to remember when we used to have a psychosomatic "it's all in your head". No. Psychosomatic means that stress, for example, can hurt you. But Neptune sixth is saying that when you have any symptom, find the associated mental, emotional, or spiritual stress that is connected to it.
Classic sources like Chinese medicine, I'm going to tell you a lot more than Western medicine, which really wants to have a pill for every disease and there's I think John Rappaport found the statistic. I think there's 40,000 diseases. Don't trust anyone who is diagnosing you.
Take your time figuring out what's going on. If you have a problem and make adjustments to what is annoyingly called the the lifestyle level. 
So I think I have made that point. I know that when that people go to the doctor a lot. If I've learned one thing in now nearly five years of putting way too much emphasis on covering medical issues is that the doctors actually know very little, and you're likely to find out more from a clairvoyant than from from a doctor.
But the overarching message here is make sure that your working environment supports your well being. That means the physical environment, how much light comes in the windows, and how the quality of the air is, and and can you make it beautiful with with plants or whatever it is that you want to make it beautiful.
Who are the people around you? With Neptune. Ingressing this zone of your chart, there may be a kind of an anesthesia quality where you are more able to tolerate things that are irritants. And with Saturn entering it, you may have a sense that your sense of duty or your responsibility is more important than your personal comfort, but you've got to work these balances out.
You've got to take care of yourself here because you're going to be running. An enormous amount of energy with these twin conjunctions and two new major planets. And we're still coasting on the coattails of this solar eclipse from last April. This 0.20 Aries is going to be sensitive for a very long time.
Alright, a couple of more things here. 
One of them is about money, and in particular, joint finances. That's to say, finances shared with partners and various different type of business investors. That is an eighth house matter, in laws also included. And the thing happening here is that over the next year, again, this is going to be mainly stretch from, I think the transition stretches from early summer twenty five to early to spring twenty six.
Uranus changes signs and it leaves your seventh house and enters your eighth house. Now Uranus through the seventh has not been that easy. This has been potentially an uncomfortably unstable time in your relationships and one of the things about Scorpio is that it prefers stable relationships and often looks to others who are stable people to help provide that stability.
But unfortunately, there's not been the kind of stability that you want or need coming outside. People may have been annoyingly given into changes or what may seem like a responsibility over the past six, seven years or so. So that influence is shifting into the eighth where there will be more open volatility and describing a time where as you will see, you need to be very careful.
Be careful about the joint financial arrangements that you get into. You have to do triple diligence on who and what people are and it will be very important to hedge your bets and to not, not put all of your money or assets in any sort one basket that said Uranus associated with financial issues can bring gains as much as it brings losses.
And so here's where being judicious with your money and your financial relationships counts fora heck of a lot. 
Let's close up on the matter of family. We began there talking about the influence of relatives and the kind of lineal influence of mother's lineage. Father's lineage shows up also because Pluto arrives in Aquarius to stay.
And this fact of having Aquarius is the fourth place for Pluto. And one of the reasons I love solar house astrology so much is it really makes you look at the relationship of the signs to each other. And this creates a fourth house Aquarius, right? Your Scorpio, then second is Sag, third is Cap, fourth is Aquarius.
Fourth place Aquarius creates a very strong sense of bonding and a very strong sense of family, and this has been under siege all of our lives. Family, gradually being dismantled by political forces and social forces and feminism and divorce laws and and everybody working three jobs and so forth.
You, it would appear are taking up leadership as the central point in your family. You must handle this carefully. Do not declare yourself leader, but rather make sure that the the family gathering is in your home if there is going to be one. And if there's not maybe create gatherings on the other days other than than holidays.
There's someone. It's not likely to be the case, but if there's some sibling or other branch of the family that likes to dominate these things, you create your own alternative path to to, to doing this. Have a Beltane feast. Nobody has that, everyone's worried about, Easter. Have Beltane at your house, something like this.
But you become a central point in your family system. And this is going to be occurring at a time of tremendous change in your family system. The family environment is going to be shifting and changing. It's being impacted heavily by all the things I mentioned before, plus this ongoing technological revolution which is really shaking people up in ways that we do not understand.
And we're swallowing all these new technologies whole. We're not accounting for the issues that they create for us. And The most important form of leadership that you can provide is a refuge for the people in your family that have been harmed by the family system and that know they've been harmed, that feel alienated in some way, that feel injured in some way.
That's how I think you're alternative Easter equals Beltane or something like this, Equinox, whatever can be about to be really productive. And you are figuring out quite a bit about this. Capricorn, another very important factor in your chart. This is the location of what I've been calling the Family Hunger Games aspect.
Maybe you've heard some of this. We will include the Family Hunger Game article.

Make sure that goes, will be on the delivery page. And take a look at this. This is coming through for you cognitively. Among the most outstanding things in your astrology now is figuring out what happened in your early childhood and figuring out the real story of your family. And this is where your love and wisdom and trustworthiness are going to be very important for people, particularly young people and for older people who just feel like they have been cast off.
Part of the damage of the 2020-21 crisis was people getting cast off. It has been tragic. It has been, in my view, perfectly horrifying, and it also creates the needs for people who need for people who are going to offer themselves in healing capacities, being available, having your home be a safe place.
You will never catch a virus. There ain't none to catch. And even if there were, as a healer, you work through the crisis is the healer. You go to the leper colony and you help the people with leprosy. And you are the person who sits with the people under extreme mental duress. And then you use your state of health and wellness and your ability to channel healing energies to to help others.
And by the way The conjunction of Chiron and Eris describes this rather vividly, because the chaos factor has been coming from Eris, and the healing factor comes from Chiron, and the meeting of the healing factor and the chaos factor talks about the healing of this psychic psychological spiritual chaos that is impacting people's ability to trust.
And on the number one list of number one on the list of the qualities of a healer in A Course in Miracles is trustworthiness, that you are good for your word, that you keep your promises, that if you remember a promise you made to someone five years ago or ten years ago, you call them up and you keep the promise.
And this will be especially true for the younger people around you.
